
Pùtangitangi Greenmeadows Centre 
  
The centre is owned by Nelson City Council and managed by Nelson Community Venues ltd. 
We also manage other venues including Trafalgar Centre, Trafalgar Park which contains the 
Trafalgar Pavilion and  Wakapuaka and Trafalgar Street Halls. 
The centre is home to Stoke Seniors, Stoke Tennis and Stoke Rugby Clubs and the 
Greenmeadows Café. 
  
Pùtangitangi Greenmeadows Centre has 6 rooms to hire that range from 200 to 16 square 
meters & 3 rooms have access to a kitchen / servery.

We have a pricing structure that is set, generally if you are from the community sector you 
will pay the community rate for room hire. 
To get here the centre is on the main bus route, we have 25 bike racks, 5 mobility scooter 
chargers points plus we have 43 car parks. 
For catering you can do your own, buy in from a supermarket or use café or bring in your 
own caterer.  
  
We have a Facebook page, it has 500 followers which we are growing. We can post the 
details of your event on it if the community can attend.   
  
Two rooms that maybe of specific interest to your agencies / organisations 

·         Korimako Room this is a small room that costs $22 for 4 hours. If you are looking 
to meet people or have an outreach service in Stoke for up to 10 people this would 
be a great option. 
·         Kereru Room is a really affordable option for a 100 square meter room. $93 full 
day or $67 for an evening. It seats 50 people for training or social function. 
Both these rooms are reasonably well used so bookings are around existing users 
and the prices detailed are the community rate. 

  
At Greenmeadows we do charge a Service Fee for setting up the room, breaking it down and 
cleaning. This cost is in addition to the room hire. 
It does allow you to walk in and walk out of the centre without staff and volunteers having 
to do this work.
